Back-to-School Picnic

Each year the PTO hosts a Back-to-School Picnic to kick off a new school year.  Working with staff members, volunteers are needed to coordinate venders and games for the picnic. 
Bilingual Liaison Committee
The purpose of the Bilingual Liaison committee is to empower our Spanish-speaking parents and families at Hilltop.  The committee of Bilingual speaking volunteers will help to translate written and spoken communications for the PTO at meetings and events. 

Book Fair
The Scholastic Book Fair takes place twice a year, once in the fall and once in the spring.   This event offers students, parents and teachers the opportunity to purchase books for themselves or as gifts. The fall Book Fair is the perfect time to get started on Holiday shopping. Volunteers are needed to help students and adults find books and make purchases.  Volunteers also help with the set-up and cleanup of the Book Fair.  In addition to the Committee, 25-30 volunteers are needed to help during the Book Fair. The proceeds from the Book Fair are used to purchase additional books for the school library and classrooms. 
Box Tops for Education
Box Tops for Education is an easy way to raise money for the students of Hilltop.  General Mills has hundreds of products with the “Box Tops” label on them.  Box Tops are collected four times during the school year.  The class that collects the most Box Tops for each collection date will get to have the Box Tops Mascot in their classroom to dress up, get their picture up on the PTO bulletin board and special treats. Dining for Dollars

Dining for Dollars lets Hilltop families and friends dine out at an area restaurant and earn money for Hilltop at the same time.  “Dining for Dollars” nights are a great way for Mom’s and Dad’s to take the night off from cooking and get together with other parents.  Let your family, friends and neighbors know about Dining for Dollars as they can help earn money for Hilltop, too.  There are also 2 fundraising nights at Chuck E. Cheese during the school year.  The committee for this event is in charge of scheduling these nights and working with the Principal and school staff on coordinating them. 
Donation Committee
This committee works together to solicit funds and or merchandise from area businesses.  As a 501(c)3 organization, businesses can make tax-deductible donations to the Hilltop PTO. 
Field Days
 “Field Days” is a fun event that is planned by the Gym Teachers to get the students outside to have some fun.   The Gym teachers have 6 or 7 games planned for each day (such as tug of war, shoe kick or potato sack races, etc.) and each class is scheduled to participate for about 2 hours.  Due to the number of students at Hilltop, the event is split between 2 days to allow room for all students to participate.  The PTO has the opportunity to help with running the games and helping the students participate as necessary.  Lunch is provided for the volunteers.  We need about 14 parent volunteers in addition to the committee to run each 2-hour session on each day. 
Food Drive
Hilltop Students bring in non-perishable food and other needed items to be donated to the Hanover Township Food Pantry.  The Food Drive is held in November.  The Committee members are responsible for working with the Food Pantry and sending out the information to students.  Volunteers also count and box all food items.. 
Fall Family Fun Night
This is a new event for the Hilltop PTO –to coincide with the Fall Book Fair.  A family movie night and other possible activities.  Looking for ideas from parents – as well as prents to run this 
committee. 
Give Hilltop 5 – Raffle Fundraiser

Give Hilltop 5 is Hilltop’s major spring fundraiser.  Students & families sell raffle tickets for $5.00 each to win one of three great prizes.  Volunteers are needed to help get prizes donated, market the fundraiser, and more! 
Ice Cream Social – Celebrating the end of a great school year.

New to the PTO this year – volunteers are needed to help coordinate and plan this end-of-year event to celebrate our students, teachers and volunteers.  Ideas and suggestions are welcome!

Patrol Appreciation 
In appreciation of all of our 6th grade patrols parents are needed to put together Certificates of Appreciation at the end of the school year. 

Snowflake Dinner
The Holiday Dinner is a great time for Hilltop families to come together to celebrate the season.  Parents, teachers and the Principal come together to help serve dinner for the families of Hilltop.  Tickets need to be purchased for the Dinner.   Students and children can also get their picture taken with Santa Claus for $1.00 per picture.  Teachers will offer face painting to students for $1.00. Families can also purchase raffle tickets to win various gift baskets.  In addition to the Snowflake Dinner Committee, 10 volunteers are needed to set up and 20-25 volunteers are needed to run the dinner.
Holiday Craft & Vender Bazaar
The Holiday Craft & Vendor Bazaar is held in conjunction with the Snowflake Dinner.  This is a wonderful community event that highlights many local businesses.  Local crafters and venders rent a table at the bazaar and sell their products.  2-3 volunteers are needed to coordinate the bazaar. Manna Gift Card Program
The Manna Gift Card program is a fundraising program that the PTO offers three times a year; in November, December and March.   How it works is you buy gift cards at face value for the stores and/or restaurants from which you normally shop.  For example, you may decide to purchase gift cards from Jewel, which are available in $25 or $100 increments.  If you purchase one card for $100 the card can then be used like cash when buying your groceries.  The discount value for Jewel is 5% so the PTO gets a credit of 5% or $5.  If your grocery bill is $200 per month or two gift cards, that’s $100 earned over a school year, and that’s just groceries.  Manna also helps keep your budget inline.  The best part about this fundraiser is there is NO SELLING INVOLVED!  It’s money you would already spend. One to two volunteers are needed to make this a success. 

School Supply Kits
This is a program to make it SUPER EASY for parents to get everything on their child’s supply list.  Simply fill out the form that is sent home in April and send it back with a check.  Your supply’s are then ordered for the next school year –and will already be in your child’s class on the first day of school!  At this time, 1st Grade is not participating in this program. 
Spirit Wear
Spirit Wear provides a variety of shirts and sweatshirts in the Hilltop colors of blue and gold with Holly Hawk.   Spirit Wear is a great way for students, families and staff to show off their pride of Hilltop.  Every Friday is Spirit Day at Hilltop and everyone is encouraged to wear his or her Spirit Wear or school colors. Samples will be on display at Get the Scoop.  Order forms are sent home at the beginning of the school year. 
Teacher Appreciation

The PTO welcomes back the teachers in August with a Welcome Back Breakfast.  In May, the PTO puts together a luncheon for all teachers and staff on Teacher Appreciation Day.  Parents bring in desserts for the teachers to enjoy.   The PTO helps coordinate other ways for the students to show their appreciation as well.  In addition to the committee, 10-15 volunteers are needed to make this event a success as well as desserts and food donated by parents. 

Valentine’s Day Dinner and Dance
This is a super event that everyone looks forward to.  On a Friday night around Valentine’s Day – all families are invited to have dinner and then dance the night away.  There is a DJ that plays age appropriate music – and the students have a ton of fun.  Everyone has the opportunity to have his or her picture taken against a Valentine’s themed background for a nominal price.  Tickets go on sale a few weeks before the event.   In addition to the committee, about 30 volunteers are needed to help out on the night of the event.    
Walk-a-Thon
The walk-a-thon is our first fundraiser, which runs at the end of September. Two to Three volunteers per classroom are recommended, for our primary grades. One to Two volunteers per classroom for the older students. The volunteers are needed to help set up snacks and drinks, as well as walking with the students, and help with the various activities through out the walk around the school. All the earnings go directly back to the school. Half directly to the classrooms, which allow our teachers to purchase items they may need for their classroom or for the students. The other half goes to PTO and is used for other needed supplies and programs.  The Walk-A-Thon is a great way to start out the school year; it promotes school involvement as well as school spirit.  It gives the students an opportunity to work together towards a common goal as a new team.  There are raffle prizes and the top earning classrooms win a class party.
Yearbook
The yearbook that the PTO puts together is a fabulous way for you children to remember all the great times at Hilltop Elementary School.  Photographs are taken all year long of all the fantastic events that happen at school.  The classroom party representatives are responsible for providing 20-30 party photographs to the yearbook chairperson to be included in the yearbook. For each student who has their picture taken during the Spring picture day the PTO receives $2 from Lifetouch even if photos are not ordered, this money is used to keep the yearbook cost more affordable for every Hilltop family.  Currently two volunteers (the chairperson and the co-chair) are needed to make the Yearbook a fabulous success.   Copies of the yearbook are kept in the school library for anyone who would like to take a look.
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
